Students 
from Subtropical State University, 
Medical Institute "Kutaisi", Akaki 
Tsereteli State University, Institute Law 
and Economy totally 60 participants 
attended the meeting.  
 

Mr. Ioseb Khakhaleishvili (LDA Georgia executive director) opened the meeting. In 
his welcome speech Mr. Nugzar Shamugia, Mayor of City of Kutaisi, mentioned the 
successful partnership between LDA Georgia and Kutaisi Local Self-Government and once 
more expressed readiness to support youth activities organized in the city.  SALTO 
Multipliers make general overview of “YiA” programme actions and make detailed 
presentations on Action 2 and Action 3.1, for which Georgia is eligible Country. At the end 
of the meeting multipliers answered students’ questions on different aspects of the 
programme.

Humanitarian Center "Abkhazeti".
